Located in the open sea in-between the lonian, the Aegean, and the Cretan archipelago,
Antikythira was, during the ancient times, an observatory as well as a lair for pirates. At
the dawn of the previous century the island counted close to 600 inhabitants, but during
the present, less than 40 remain. Unlike humans, birds never abandoned the island and
hundreds of thousands of them still visit the island each year on their journey to-and-fro
their breeding and wintering grounds.

The geographic position of Antikythira, which is at the tip of the Balkan Peninsula, attracts
large numbers of migratory birds of prey that, each Autumn, travel from Greece, other Balkan
countries and central Europe towards Africa, making the small island one of Greece’s most
important migratory bottlenecks. Furthermore, each spring, when birds migrate towards
their breeding grounds in the North, the vast majority of them have to cross the Sahara
desert as well as the Mediterranean Sea without refueling. Therefore Antikythira, due to
its position, is the first available land mass that can provide them with the opportunity to
refuel and thus, is crucial to the birds” survival and the successful outcome of their migratory
journey.

Antikythirais a Special Protection Area for birds (SPA) and part of the European Natura 2000
network, as well as an Important Bird and Biodiversity Area (IBA).

Main activities of ABO

Bird Ringing (March - May, August- September):

Birds are trapp ed with mist nets and are marked with a metal ring engraved a unique iden-
tificationcode, that is attached around the bird’s leg. All trapped birds are released within a
few minutes. Ringing at ABO is performed according to intemational standards, under the
supervision of the Hellenic Bird Ringing Center.

Monitoring of migratorybirds of prey (Mar ch - May, August -September):

The monitoring of migratary birds of prey is done with the method of direct visual observa-
tion, during which, all migratory birds of prey and other large birds that pass through the
island are systematically documented.

Monitoring and safeguarding of Eleonora’s Falcon (Falco eleonorae) colony
(August - September):

Antikythira hosts one of the most important colonies of Eleonora’s Falcon, as more than
80% of its global population breedsin Greece. By monitoring and safequarding the colony
on the island, ABO contributes to the species’ viability.
